Oakland Early College (OEC) is an innovative public school partnership between the West Bloomfield
School District and Oakland Community College's Orchard Ridge campus. OEC students attend high
school on the OCC's campus, amd engaged in an exciting collggeparatory curriculum taught by
teachers from awardinning West Bloomfield Public Schools.

A core element of OEC is dual enrollment in coursework at OCC. Students graduate with a high school
diploma, innovative edutianal and professional experiences, and up to 60 transferable college credits or
an Associate Degree in the field of their cheamleprovided at no oudf-pocket cost to students and

their families.

Students from anywhere in Oakland County, regardiesarrent school district, may apply to Oakland
Early College. OEC is operated by awanthning West Bloomfield Public Schools, in partnership with
Oakland Community College. The school resides on the campus of Oakland Community College
Orchard Ridge.

Oakland Early College is especially interested in helping to increassemsidary access and

opportunities, and in improving the quality of education available to underserved students. Our position
is that a student may be underserved in many v&ymee students are underserved by virtue of
socioeconomic status or geography, or by being the first generation of college students in their families.
Others have career interests and educational development plans that are simply not addressed by the
course of study offered at their home schools. Still others are being served adequately academically, but
have been marginalized in their home communities, or have been impacted by family and/or life
circumstances. Similarly, students may be underserved voalyid their career pathway leads

towards jobs or academic tracks which have not traditionally been open to them. Some students simply
come from backgrounds where continuing educational opportunities are not readily available, especially
in high-povertyareas.

Applications must be handwritten by the student, except for the required essay question.
Parent/Guardian signature is reqd on the last page. Completed applications should include:

¥ A completed copy of the application form;
¥ Two (2) official transcripts (in a sealed envelope) from your previous school;



¥ An updated immunization record, copy of birth certificate, and mbiesidency in Oakland
County (proof of residency must be in two documents, and can include a tax statement, a rental or
lease agreement, copies of both side of a utility bill, and/or a copy of a deed. For questions about
what constitutes appropriate domentation, please contact OEC directly);

¥ Two recommendation forms (included) completed by faculty, staff or counselors at your current
school. (If youOd prefer, you may choose to have one of these recommendations completed by a
community member or coagfho is not a relative);

¥ A copy of your ACT, PACT, SAT or PSAT scores if you have taken them;

¥ A copy of your discipline profile and attendance profile from your current school, or a letter from
the school acknowledging no serious disciplinary problems;

¥ Signed parent and student agreements.

Students will be asked to participate in adgitvn interview with OEC/OCC faculty and students.

Student may be required to take language arts and mathematics placement assessments. The purpose o
these assessmentdasmeasure the likelihood of student success in a university setting, as well as
determine appropriate class placement.

Following interviews and application evaluations, students will be notified of their acceptance or non
acceptance into Oakland Eaflyllege. For the 20020010 school year, OEC will admit 60"¢rade
students, and will fill remaining spots in 11th an#f g§2ades as available.

Oakland Early College (OEC) is an innovative public school partnership between the West Bloomfield School District and Oakland Community
College's Orchard Ridge campus, will open in the Fall of 2008. OEC students attend high school on the OCC's campus, and are engaged in an
exciting college-preparatory curriculum taught by teachers from award-winning West Bloomfield Public Schools. A core element of OEC is
dual enrollment in coursework at OCC. Students graduate with a high school diploma, innovative educational and professional experiences,
and up to 60 transferable college credits or an Associate Degree in the field of their choice--all provided at no out-of-pocket cost to students
and their families.

We believe a student's academic success is based, in part, on the "fit" between student and school. OEC is a small, innovative school that
focuses on accelerating learning--for all students--in a close-knit, supportive environment, and small schools are where many kids find their
niche.

Students at OEC are encouraged select areas of academic focus, and to work towards Associate Degrees in areas of study including:

¥  Liberal Arts;
¥ Fine and Performing Arts; and
¥  Business and Entrepreneurship.

OEC isn't a traditional high school. It's also not an "alternative high school," at least not how people usually talk about alternative education.

FAQ about Oakland Early College (OEC):
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So what is Oakland Early College?

OEC is a five-year (grades 9-13) Early College High School on the campus of
Oakland Community College’s Orchard Ridge Campus. Like most Early College
High Schools, OEC is based on extensive dual enrollment opportunities and
individualized curricula. The goal is for each student to graduate, at the end of
grade 13, with his or her high school diploma; an early college certificate;
exceptional experiences only available in a small school environment; and up to
60 transferable college credits, and/or an Associate Degree.

For most students, grades 9 and 10 are what is typically referred to as “college
preparatory,” with the goal of preparing students to transition into college
academics. Grade 11 is a transition year, where students take a combination of
high school and college coursework. In grade 12, most students begin taking
predominantly college courses, with some high school coursework and support
activity. In grade 13, most students are full-time college students who are also
taking at least one high school course, usually in support of their college degree
pathway.

OEC is not a “program.” Rather, it is a fully operational high school that thrives
in a college environment. Enrolled students become students of West Bloomfield
School District under the Schools of Choice program, regardless of their district
of origin.

Students are counseled in their academic program by OEC high school
counselors, and by OCC college counselors. Our metric isn’t just successful high
school graduation, but successful graduation from college.

Who is OEC for?

OEC is open to interested college-capable Oakland County high school students.
However, OEC is especially interested in serving the needs of underserved
students, especially those who have not yet found their niches in traditional,
comprehensive high schools.

Our students come from all over Oakland County. We have students from as far
west as Milford; as far east as Royal Oak; as far south as Southfield; and as far
north as Oxford. This year, in our first year of operation, we have studentsfrom
traditional public schools, from charter schools, from private secular schools,
from private religious school, and from home schooling. Students come to us
from prestigious schools with exceptional academic backgrounds, and from
schools where they have not yet found the means to succeed to the best of their
ability. What all our students share in common is that they are capable of
succeeding in college—and that they are choosing to come to OEC because it is
well suited to their needs.
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OEC isn’t for everybody. We are a small school by design, trying to meet the
needs of students who are looking for a better fit. We are not a comprehensive
high school, nor do we offer as wide an array of curricular and co-curricular
opportunities as a traditional high school. What we do offer is an exceptional
educational environment, and extensive opportunities for young people.

Sounds ambitious. Are Early College High Schools successful?

Very much so, especially those following the design principles of the MCNC. In
a time where only 25-30% of students successfully graduate from college, Early
College High School graduates who earn a minimum of 26 college credits before
graduation successfully graduate from college about 85% of the time. What’s
more, students in Early College High Schools tend to outperform traditional
college students in their college coursework.

What does a student schedule look like?

That depends on the student. Most first and second year students (what we
generally call 9™ and 10" graders) have fairly traditional high school schedules.
For instance, a 10" grader’s schedule might look like this:

This is a public school, right? Do students pay tuition?

Yes, it is. And no, students do not pay tuition. OEC pays tuition, registration,
and most fees for students in approved classes. We also pay for required texts, so
that there is little or no out-of-pocket cost for students and their families.

How do students apply?

They download and complete the application from the school website, and
provide the required documentation. We recommend that students schedule a
visitation and/or meeting with a counselor or administrator before applying.
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Every student who applies for admission to OEC is interviewed, usually by the
Head of School, a counselor, an OEC faculty member, one or two OEC students,
and an OCC faculty member or administrator.
